In controlled experiments in Singapore/India:

there was no test score difference between kids who were taught and who figured out things on their own. A test a year later showed an overwhelming result where almost nothing was retained from taught group, but nearly everything was retained by inquiry group.

Essential Question(s):  Can I envision different ways of teaching and learning? Can I envision myself leading a 1-to-1 classroom? Can I envision the world we are preparing our students to live in?

( – I have a gmail or other Google account

( – I can accept a Google docs invitation and co-edit a collaborative document

( – I can create and share Google word processing, spreadsheet, presentation docs

( – I have used Google docs with students / parents / prof. learning community

( – I understand the role of collaboration in doc creation, revision & publishing

( – I have my own del.icio.us or diigo account

( – I have used del.icio.us or diigo.com to share bookmarks with students, others

( – I understand the concept and use of information “feeds” like RSS and Atom

( – I have created an RSS feed aggregator like iGoogle or NetVibes

( – I have shared my RSS feed aggregator with students, parents, or faculty

( – I use Web resources to stay up to date in education and in my field

( – I am aware of free e-book services like the Internet Archive (NEED MORE)

Big Ideas

Our schools are deeply embedded in our culture and economy. They will and must reflect the values, opportunities, and skills required by that culture and economy.

1-to-1 laptops and Internet access fundamentally change what a class can do.

The ability to apply technology to real tasks is an indispensable skill for both teachers and students and will become more so in the future.

Skills such as Web research, information creation and management, and knowledge collaboration can be integrated into all curricula and grade levels.

I can easily share Web bookmarks with my class, parents, and colleagues.

There are convenient ways to create, share, collaborate on, and publish standard text, numeric, and presentation documents.

There are powerful ways to aggregate and update content that “comes to you.”

There are convenient ways to search for and read thousands of classical and other texts that are relevant to standard school curricula.

That all of the above can be done with little-to-no cost when students have laptops and Internet access.
